APPROVAL OF MINUTES -- Motion made by Commissioners Tippett/Jackson approving the minutes of the March 11, 2010 meeting as presented.  Motion unanimously carried.

PUBLIC AGENDA ITEMS  -- None
NEW BUSINESS

1. Determination of Non-Significance for SEPA for constructing infrastructure to and within new sustainable business/industrial park plus conceptual approval of NEPA for same project

Motion made by Commissioners Tippett/Jackson approving the determination of non-significance and authorizing the Port Manager to sign the document.  This was open for discussion. Commissioner Davis asked for more time to read through the documents further, he has not had enough time to review the document. The other Commissioners had time to review the document.  Motion carried.  Commissioner Davis abstained.  
2. Private yacht—approval to use Port’s cruise boat dock for 106’ boat too large for marinas

Motion made by Commissioners Tippett/Jackson allowing a private boat to dock at the tour boat dock for a period of time in July, August and September 2010.  Motion unanimously carried.

3. County Ordinance Changes on 1)Road Standards, 2) Right-of-Way Management, 3) Zoning, 4) Subdivisions
The Port Manager reported on the open house the county had on these ordinance updates on March 25. Some of these changes will affect our business park project and because of the updates to the road ordinance as well as the short plat and long plat updates.  She is letting the county staff know of her concerns with some of the changes.
4. The Commissioners approved a letter of appreciation to WSU President, Dr. Floyd, for community outreach.  In addition, they designated Commissioner Jackson to accompany the Port Manager to the regional collaboration on April 27.  
5. WPPA Spring Meeting – Campbell’s Resort, Lake Chelan – May 12-13 It was determined that the Port Manager would represent the Port of Clarkston at this meeting.
6. The Commissioners approved the Port Manager’s attendance at the EWFOA meeting Spokane May 14, 2010.  She will go from the WPPA meeting to Spokane for this meeting. 
7. PNWA Midyear meeting:  June 28-30, 2010, Skamania Lodge, Stevenson, WA.  Commissioner Davis will represent the Port of Clarkston.
8. Washington’s Broadband Summit—Redmond, WA, June 15.   While it was approved for the Port Manager to attend this summit, she will investigate whether Duane Wollmuth from SEWEDA will attend and could share information with the Port.
9.  PNWA Annual meeting.  October 14-15-16 Spokane Davenport Hotel – Spokane  All three Port Commissioners, the Port Manager and the Port Auditor will attend this meeting because it is so close to home.  We want to show strong support for meetings occurring this close to us.
RESOLUTIONS: 
Resolution 2010-05 Authorizing  Port Security Grant request

Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Tippett approving Resolution 2010-05 as presented.   Motion unanimously carried.

RECURRING AGENDA ITEMS:
1. Accounts receivable status report  --  In packets
2. Permitting – NEPA/SEPA on Industrial Park – In Process (reported earlier)
We received approval from the Corps of Engineers to replace dead trees and plant additional trees in the park.  Commissioner Davis requested placement of trees far enough away from overhead wires. 
OLD BUSINESS
1. Report on Recreational Boat Dock Pathway construction
The Port Manager gave an update on pathway construction project.  Things are progressing very well, and it is expected to be completed with the pile driving within the next 2-3 weeks.   We are ahead of schedule and under budget.        

2. Report on business/industrial park: 
a. Update on traffic & marketing studies
The Port Manager will forward draft conclusions from the traffic study to the Commissioners via email.  The costs of mitigation are not significant at this time.  Depending on the business that goes in, we might be able to charge the tenant for the mitigation costs because of their business and the impact it has on the traffic and roadways.
b. Authorization to seek extension from CERB for pre-conditions from 5/20 to 9/16/10
At this time, the pre-condition on the “Industrial Park Project” is May 20, 2010 with construction to start July 1, 2010, which is not a realistic date to start construction.  The Commissioners authorized a request pushing back the beginning construction date to September 16, 2010.  CERB will review this request on May 20.
c. Authorization for investment in broadband design support
Access Consulting is willing to put together the information needed to satisfy this requirement of the CERB pre-conditions for an estimated $850.  Motion made by Commissioners Tippett/Jackson to approve the hiring of Access Consulting to perform the broadband report for the industrial park.  Motion carried.
d.  Authorization for services to provide more detailed examination for Dry Creek crossings. 
The Commissioners authorized the expenditure of resources on the gathering of information relating to design options.
3. Overview of process for updating Parks & Recreation component to Comprehensive Plan & Comp plan itself.  Consensus by the Commissioners authorizing the Port Manager to release the draft survey for the Parks and Recreation component of the Comprehensive Plan in a survey to be distributed by PUD, along with using a web-based survey.  
COMMISSIONER REPORTS
Commissioner Jackson
Commissioner Jackson said that he attended the Valley Vision meeting and Bob Tippett announced that he is retiring October 1, 2010.  Things will start happening in the next few months but no details can be provided for confidentially reasons.
Commissioner Davis 
Commissioner Davis also attended the same meeting with Dr. Elson Floyd at the Quality Inn.
Commissioner Tippett
Commissioner said he attended the meeting where Dr. Elson Floyd was the speaker and thought it was very interesting.
MANAGER’S REPORT
1.  The Port Manager provided her calendar to the Commissioners and provided some information about HR Training put together by Express Personnel.  

2.  RCO Grant Request -- The Port Manager discussed lighting throughout the park all the way to the Corps of Engineers office.  The Commissioners would like her to check into solar lighting.   Application due May 3, 2010.
3.  The Port Auditor explained about the new HIRE act that went into effect March 19, 2010 where we are exempt from having to pay the 6.2% of the social security taxes on wages for new employees that have been unemployed prior to being hired by the port.  

4.  Payment of bills before meetings.  The Commissioners authorized staff to pay the bills on the first of the month for this particular construction project.  Bills specifically discussed were Atlas Sand and Gravel and John Pearson.
5.  Local inventory of broadband services -- The Commissioners approved staff participation in helping create an inventory.

6.  Alive After Five activities – Starts again May 6, 2010 and continues each month on the first Thursday of each month through October.
7.  Chamber of Commerce Fund-raiser:  Spring Break on April 9 at Red Lion – Reminder, tomorrow is the major fundraiser for the Chamber of Commerce.
