PUBLIC HEARING – Port is soliciting comments on its Comprehensive Plan Update

The public hearing was opened to the public at 9:01 a.m. for comment on the updates to the Port’s comprehensive plan.  Being there were no comments, the public hearing was closed at 9:02.
PUBLIC AGENDA ITEMS  - Call from a resident of Asotin suggesting that we look into waste to energy at our sustainable business park.  
APPROVAL OF MINUTES -- Minutes of the regular meeting on July 8th and special meeting on August 3rd
Motion made by commissioners Tippett/Jackson approving the minutes of the 7/8/2010 meeting and the 8/3/2010 special meeting  as presented.  Motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS
1. NEPA/SEPA determination for Transportation Enhancement funding for sidewalks on Port Way

Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Tippett making a determination of non-significance for the sidewalk project.  Motion carried. 
Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Tippett going forward with the NEPA for the sidewalk project.  Motion carried. 

2. Contract with Schweitzer Engineering to assist in selection of electrical utility for new sustainable business park—conceptual approval
Motion made by commissioners Jackson/Tippett authorizing the Port Manager to enter into negotiations and approving  a conceptual contract with Schweitzer Engineering regarding selection of electrical utility for the sustainable business park.  Motion carried.

3. Cycle Oregon—approval to use Port land for an overnight stay

All of the commissioners approved  the use of Port land for the Cycle Oregon event at no charge for a one night stay.  Motion carried.

4. Disaster preparedness—Letter of support for community initiative using Pautler Center

5. Safety-fest Northwest—Free safety training in Lewiston Sept. 21-24

The Port Manager informed the commissioners about the free training and that each of the employees will be taking at least one of the classes.

6. Truck-driving testing—Req. from Swift Transportation to lease, once a week, property on which truck drivers will be tested

The commissioners approved  the use of Port land for the Swift truck-driver testing on a weekly basis and authorized the  Port Manager to work with the tentative lessee.

Motion made by commissioners Tippett/Jackson approving  Resolution 2010-09 as presented.  Motion carried.

2010-10 Authorizing Port Manager to seek funding assistance from Transportation Enhancement program for sidewalks on Port Way
Motion made by commissioners Tippett/Jackson approving  Resolution 2010-10 as presented.  Motion carried.

RECURRING AGENDA ITEMS:
1. Accounts receivable status report  --  In packets the port manager gave a brief talk on each of the delinquent accounts.
2. Permitting activities – RV Lift station  Everything is in the works.  City waived the need for a shorelines permit, received letter stating no permit necessary.  Initial permit went to Walla Walla District, waiting on response as to what else they will require.  
OLD BUSINESS
1. Revised rent schedule—Rousseau (perhaps on hold because tenant’s mother passed away)
On hold for now due to passing of Dale’s mother.
2. Pathway Electrical Project – Progress report 
Project was awarded to Cook Brothers Electric. Electrical project will start next week.  Concrete bid opening will be on August 18th at 10:00 a.m.  
3. Approval of partnership opportunities—storm water program -  A list of contingencies (concessions) were provided to the county.   Wanda provided the commissioners with the list of the concessions as well as a draft of the decision tree determining exempt or non-exempt streets.  
4. Contract for professional telecom services—conceptual approval for agreement with MindShare
Motion made by commissioners Tippett/Jackson giving conceptual approval to enter into  the agreement with MindShare for professional telecom services.  Motion carried.

COMMISSIONER REPORTS
Commissioner Jackson -- WPPA Conference for Port Commissioners held in Leavenworth.  Commissioner Jackson brought back information and made it available to the other commissioners.   He said it was a very good meeting and thought that we could use some brushing up on our Roberts Rules.  
Commissioner Davis – PNWA Conference
Commissioner Davis commented on the PNWA Conference he attended at the Skamania Lodge.  He provided copies of the agenda and some of the highlights of the IPNG meeting.  There were representative from each of the legislator’s offices.  A majority of the talks were about the very long lock closures on the dams next year.     The barge companies are very concerned.  There will be a larger amount of trucks on the road during that 14 week closure.  There is another matter concerning litigation that came up at the IPNG meeting and will be discussed in executive session.

1. Calendar -  The manager provided her calendar to the Commissioners and provided them with other information on what has been happening within the Port over the last several weeks.  Starting work on budget.
