NEW BUSINESS
Lessor’s Consent, Estoppel Certificate for Cook Brother’s Electric
The Port Manager explained that this is the standard form for tenants wanting to borrow money from banks. Motion made by Commissioners Tippett/Jackson approving the Estoppel Certificate.  Motion carried.

Recommendations on Bid for Pathway Project—Terry Nab
Terry Nab, engineer for Progressive Engineering, spoke to the commissioners about the bids for the pathways connected to our new recreational dock.  They were significantly higher the engineers estimate.  His recommendation is to reject all of the bids and put the project out for bids again in the late summer or early fall.  Terry also recommended that we go off the Small Works Roster the next time.  He will re-do the specifications with some modifications and changes.  Examples are to pull out the electrical and do that separately and remove the color from the concrete to lower the cost.   Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Tippett to not award the contract at this time and to reject all bids.  Motion carried. 
ACCESS TO NEW RECREATIONAL DOCK AND OTHER IMPLICATIONS
The Port Manager discussed implications resulting from the delay in finishing off the pathway.  She recommended take down the orange fence at the entrance to the gangway, put up signs so that people can use the dock and gravel pathway with caution, and use fencing to discourage using the steep hill.  The Commissioners concurred with these recommendations.
Sam Worrell from Roosters requested that the Commissioner consider installing diagonal parking along Port Way in front of his restaurant since the sidewalk project has been scrubbed for now. 

Sam also requested the Commissioners think about putting in a gravel pathway on our vacant land along Port Way so that people could walk between the winery/brewery over to the restaurant and vice-versa.    He said Riverport and Roosters would pay the cost of the gravel. The Commissioners will consider this request.
Confluence Project – Chief Timothy Park
The Confluence Project has requested funding assistance from the Port in the amount of $5,000. The Commissioners declined to make a contribution.  
Approval of new lease for Applied Services Technology

Their current lease is up June 30th and they wish to renew for another 2 years. Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Tippett approving a new two year lease for AST.  Motion carried.

Permission to Sublease – Sheila Wooley

Sheila asked if she could sublease one room of her building to the new pilot at Kiwi Air so he could continue his architect business while watching the helicopter.  Motion made by Commissioners Tippett/Jackson approving the sublease for Sheila Wooley.  Motion carried.
