NEW BUSINESS:

1.  DAVE LELAND Leland Consulting Group on marketing study and more.

Dave Leland of Leland Consulting Group gave an overview of the marketing/development strategy on the Sustainable Business Park.  He showed the Commissioners a hard copy of the draft report and discussed salient points.  Mr. Leland also provided a brief overview on waterfront development and public/private partnerships, modifying a presentation he had given at a recent PNWA conference.
2.  Selection of party for welding services on park improvement project

The ADA pathway is at the next level which would require the hiring/contracting of a welder.  We need conceptual approval from the commissioners to approve the Port Manager to go forward with this negotiation.  Options include hiring a contractor or hiring an employee to do the work.  Motion made by Commissioners Tippett/Jackson to authorize the Port Manager to investigate and move forward with the best approach.  Motion carried.

3.  Contract with CEDA to provide funding assistance on boat builders export initiative.  
Tina Davidson from SEWEDA gave a brief overview of this project and the benefits of providing funding to this project.  There are other entities contributing to this project. Motion made by Commissioners Tippett/Jackson to approve funding assistance on the boat builders export initiative in the amount of $5,000.   Motion carried.

4.  Sidewalk Program including potential reimbursement to existing tenants.

The Port Manager reported that we have received invoices/estimates of the cost of sidewalks built by two tenants who previously requested Port assistance with the construction and were denied their requests.  According to the discussion last fall when the decision was made to invest in sidewalk improvements going forward, the Port anticipated reimbursing these tenants.  Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Tippett to approve the reimbursement for these sidewalks at a rate of 80% based on the invoices.  Motion carried by Commissioners Jackson and Tippett.  Commissioner Davis voted Nay.
5.  Authorize expenditure of resources on legal fees to define permitting districts and services to be provided.

Recognizing that there may need to be a legal challenge regarding whether the City or Port is responsible for the 1 dry well and 15 catch basins on Port owned streets, the Port Manager requested authority to incur legal costs to represent the Port in this matter.  The Commissioners approved the request.
