APPROVAL OF MINUTES -- Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Davis approving the minutes of the May 6th and June 1st meetings as presented.  Motion carried.
PUBLIC HEARING ON PARKS AND RECREATION PLAN  –  At 1:20 p.m., the Chairman opened the Public Hearing seeking community input on final draft of the Parks & Recreation Plan.   There were no comments from the public.  The public hearing was closed at 1:22 p.m.
PUBLIC AGENDA ITEMS     
Wally Schank who is a citizen of Asotin County said that we need guard rails by the POE Asphalt office building and the Port should increase the speed limit on Port Drive to 35 MPH.  All the other roads near and around this street are 35 MPH.   
NEW BUSINESS
1. Riverport Building Expansion—Pete Broyles
Pete Broyles spoke to the Commissioners regarding the expansion, provided them with a diagram of the property and the additional area he would like to build.  He explained why they need more room and what the space would be used for.  We have already had discussions with Jim Braddock of the City of Clarkston regarding the fire lane which runs along the property.  The Port Manager was authorized to discuss with the City nuances relating to the fire lane.  Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Davis approving the expansion of the Port building leased by Riverport Brewery in accordance with all City ordinances and permits and authorize the Port Manager to work with the tenant.  Motion carried.

The Port Manager has been working on a contract with Progressive today and requests conceptual approval of the contract after final approval from the Port Attorney.  Motion made by Jackson/Davis approving the consultant selection for the design and construction oversight of the water/sewer lines at the business park and authorizing the Port Manager to enter into negotiations with said consultant and conceptual approval after final approval from the Port Attorney.  Motion carried. 
3.  Award painting contract for building at 1390 Fair Street.  Motion made by Jackson/Davis to decline all bids because of price and budget constraints.   Motion carried. 

4.  WPPA Port Commissioner seminar – Leavenworth, July 25-27  It was decided that one of the Commissioners will attend this conference.  
5.  Approval for Port Manager to Attend the WPPA Annual Port Directors Meeting in Kennewick -- July 15th & 16th.  The Port Manager will not attend.
