PUBLIC HEATING ON PARKS AND RECREATION PLAN

Public Hearing opened at 1:03 p.m.  

Jim – Best Western  -  He wanted to know why the Quality Inn still has not put in curbs and sidewalks since they built their addition.  The City is now in the drivers seat on the Quality Inn sidewalk since they now own Port Drive.  Requirements are not consistent.  The gentlemen from Best Western read a letter he received in 1997 requiring him to put in sidewalks or else the issued would be turned over to the City Attorney.
Being there were no other public comments, the public hearing was closed at 1:09 pm.

NEW BUSINESS

1.  Approval of 2009 Annual Report and Financial Statements
Motion made by commissioners Jackson/Tippett approving the Port’s Annual Report.  Motion unanimously carried.

2.  Redefine (shrink”) boundaries of Rousseau lease at 1390 Fair Street

Mr. Rousseau would not want his lease reduced, he just wants the responsibility of maintenance of that particular piece of property turned over to the port staff.  In doing this, we would enlarge a vacant piece of property, move the Hughes Bldg. fence and gain another lot for lease.  The Commissioners approved the reduction of the amount of ground in the Rousseau lease and turning over the maintenance to the Port staff.  

3.  Port Manager’s attendance at BARS training and WPPA’s Finance and Administrative Seminar June 16-18 at Leavenworth.

The Commissioners approved sending the Port Manager to Leavenworth for this training. 

4. Painting 1390 Fair Street Building.

Motion made by commissioners Jackson/Tippett approving the painting of 1390 Fair Street including gather bids and selection of company and ensure warranty of job due to special metal building.  Motion unanimously carried.

 5.  Economic Development Assistant’s attendance at the annual Downtown Revitalization  Conference in Port Townsend WA,  May 19-21.   
The Commissioners approved sending  Belinda to this training.  

6.  7th Annual Sunfest Show and Shine  Gateway Golf Center, June 7, 2010.  Approval already granted through the local resource manager for this event.

RECURRING AGENDA ITEMS:
1. Accounts receivable status report  --  In packets
2. Permitting – SunFest, Rockin on the River, NEPA/SEPA on Industrial Park.  We only heard from the NP Tribe on the NEPA/SEPA and they gave their approval of the project. The time is up for the remainder of the entities notified.
OLD BUSINESS
1. Request for extension on CERB agenda for May 20th meeting

Extension is in the works and on the CERB agenda and then it will be decided upon.   

2. RCO Grant Request – project refinements (adding sidewalks, light selection)

The grant request went in on Monday.  

Through discussions with others, they do not recommend solar lighting until further refinements are made.  Too many problems at this time.  They did recommend that we use regular lighting that could be changed over to LED lighting in the future which is very cost effective in that they only use one half of the power as regular lights.  
3.  Report on  Recreational Boat Dock construction.

Things going very well.  John Pearson finalized project last Friday.  Now working on filling in with dirt and cutting off piles and welding on caps and handrails.
4.  Selection of welder from Small works Roster to assist with pathway piles and weld on the attachments for the caps that go on the handrails.  
Only two welders on the Small Works Roster would do work on-site.  The one with the best pricing was A+ Welding.
We will be going out for bids on the concrete in three weeks.  We will advertise twice for bids.

5.  Review of sidewalk program construction and approach dimensions.

Wanda provided the commissioners with a design plan for new sidewalks on Port Way.  This will be part of the sidewalk program and included in the RCO grant.  There was a discussion on the placement of the sidewalks.  The commissioners tentatively agreed to have the sidewalk in the street side and not on the land.  The cost will run around $50,000.  Commissioner Davis agreed that  he would like this as long as it goes all the way in the street and not back and forth.
6.  Report on business/industrial park: 
a. Update on traffic & marketing studies
Wanda had the traffic study which is going out to WSDOT and provided this to the commissioners via email.  The Commissioners will have to approve an extension of the consultant’s contract until June 2010.  There is no cost involved with the extension.

Motion made by commissioners Jackson/Tippett to approve the no cost extension to the contract with ITS.  Motion carried.

 
b.  Miscellaneous
Phase II of the park plan.  Letters of support are coming in and Wanda will be asking for additional letters.


One and a half hour teleconference on covenants and restrictions.  Commissioners are welcome to sit in on this.   

7.  Report on Parks & Recreation component to Comprehensive Plan – walk through of timeline and public hearing/adoption of resolution in June.

There was a short discussion on whether or not to include the City of Asotin Marina as part of our plan.  No one from the city was in attendance, and we should not include this until they official requested that we do so.

Wanda provided the charts and information from Survey Monkey that was downloaded from the internet on our Parks and Rec survey to the commissioners and encouraged them to read the comments and look at the reports.
